ASSCCIATION OF CANADA, LIMITED

BY-LAW NO. 78

BE IT ENACTED AND IT IS HEREBY ENACTED as a By-Law of Composers,
Authors and Publishers Association of Canada, Limited as follows:—

That By-Law No. 73 being a. By-Law concerning per-
formance credits at concerts where at least 60% of
the time of all works performed in concert are de-
livered to the audience by means of tape or other
mechanical means be amended to read as follows: -

Concerts where at least 60% of the time of all works
performed are delivered to the audience by means of

tape or other mechanical means shall be limited to a
maximum credit of 30 points.

The participating works shall be credited pro-rata,
except where works that also involve live performers
(that is, instrumentalists or singers) shall receive
twice the credit assigned to a "tape" work {as
defined above).

No more than 30 points per day shall be credited to
these concerts and if a concert (or concerts) takes
place to which the By-Law would ordinarily’ not apply,
then it shall be at Management's discretion to apply
this By-Law in order to give effect to the spirit of
the By-Law and the intent of the Board of Directors
to cause a fair and equitable distribution.

If a member disputes Management's decision to apply
this By-Law then that member may request, in writing,
a review of that decision by the Board of Directors.

The decision of the Board of Directors shall be final.
